The 150yearold Mesquite community suffers from
water and air pollution from the Helena Chemical Plant, located one block from the village elemen-
tary school, and from fourteen dairies in the area. What impressed us, however, is the way commu-
nity members have come together and fought for their rights and for their health. In the same way,
Albuquerque Interfaith also works to bring together those of us in Albuquerque to struggle for com-
munity needs such as a lower higthool dropout rate and better workforce development.

In March, our work at the state legislature is also continuing, through the Social Justice Mis-
sion Team. Our focus is on the Health Security Act that is supported by the Health Security for New
Mexicans Campaign. St. Andrew is one of over 140 organizations that are members of the campaign.
As this article is written, the bills are being considered by the legislature. The Senate Bill (SB 281)
has passed its first committee and is on the way to Senate Judiciary Committee. Anyone who is in-
terested should feel free to call their state senator and ask her/him to support the bill when it comes to
the floor.
