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PASTOR TO PEOPLE—FRANKLY SPEAKING 
 

March 2010 
From March 11-21 I will be traveling in Turkey with 

friends from the Religious Studies Program at the 
University of Oklahoma at Norman.  Tom and Barbara 

Boyd teach in that program and both are Presbyterian 
pastors whom I have known for many years.  They will be 
leading a group of six OU students and they have invited 

Rev. John Conley and Rev. Lander Bethel and me to join 
them in this study tour.  Lander and John are old friends from Texas so 

it should be terrific seeing the world with them. 

The purpose of this trip is to visit Muslim students and scholars 
involved in the Gulen Movement, from the Sufi tradition.  Fethullah 
Gulen is an internationally known Muslim scholar who believes deeply 

in inter-faith dialog that leads to better understanding and world 
peace.  Gulen has established schools all over Turkey that seek to bridge 

the differences between the East and the West.  The Sufis arose in the 
Eighth Century from the spiritual and contemplative traditions in 

Islam.   Gulen wants  Turkey to embrace modernity (science,  

democracy, economic progress, etc) while staying rooted in the spiritual traditions of Islam.  I have 

been reading quite a bit about this very interesting movement.  The Gulen Movement provides one of 
the best venues for Christians, Jews, and Muslims to sit down and talk about the common problems 

facing the 21st Century. 

On our tour we will have a class every morning on some aspect of Islam, the Sufi tradition, and the 

Gulen Movement.  We will be meeting with their students and scholars in their schools.  One thing I 
learned from our trip to China is that it is interesting to see places but it is infinitely more interesting 

to meet the people in distant lands to learn of their life and their outlook. I can't wait to meet the 

people of Turkey! 

Here are some of the places we will visit, all of which are mainly in the western part of 

Turkey:  Istanbul, Bursa, Kutahya,  Izmir, and Ephesus.  I am delighted that we will see some areas 
where the apostle Paul worked  during his missionary tours.  I have long wanted to "retrace the 
footsteps of Paul" and this will provide an opportunity to see some of what Paul saw.  And yes if you 

ask me I will show you some pictures! 

You, the generous folks of St. Andrew provide me with study leave and a study allowance.  Last year 
I used that opportunity to see China. This year Turkey. I really do feel that studying ahead and 

learning about these countries is by far the greatest learning activity in the world.  I do believe that at 
this stage of the game, studying and traveling to distant lands expands my intellectual and spiritual 
horizon more than anything I could do otherwise. So thank you from the bottom of my heart for 

making this experience possible. I hope it enriches our life together in Christ.

AN INVITED PRESENCE  

A review of A Testament of Devotion (Thomas R. Kelly and Douglas V. Steere, Harper & Bros., 

1941. Recommended by Frank Yates). Thomas Kelly, as recounted by Douglas Steere, lived a 
distracted, unsatisfying life, shifting from chemistry student to high school teacher to missionary to 
seminarian to philosophy doctorate within the space of twelve years. As an academic theologian, he 

remained restless until a moment, after the completion of his book on Emile Meyerson, in which ―a 
fissure in him seemed to close, cliffs caved in and filled up a chasm, and what was divided grew 

together within him.‖ 

Kelly died at the age of 47, leaving A Testament of Devotion as the primary clue to the cause of his 
spiritual renewal. The book is a series of five essays on the spiritual life. The first, titled The Light 

Within, describes meeting ―The Slumbering Christ‖ within each of us, the true ―church catholic and 
invisible:‖ a deep peace and contentment capable of transforming our habits and shining through to 
the world. At first, we alternate between the inner and outer worlds, but with time and application, we 

simplify ourselves to become a window warmed by His light.   

In Holy Obedience, Kelly tells us ―commit your lives in unreserved obedience to Him,‖ embroiled in 
what William James called ―an acute fever.‖ The gifts of the Christian life—joy, peace, humility, 

power, love, and simplicity—acquire astonishing depth and strength. A few of us meet God face to 
face and, through succumbing to force majeure, achieve Holy Obedience. Most of us must wrestle 
like Jacob. By either route, we are initiated into humility and holiness, into ―the discipline of 

sorrow…the sacrament of pain‖ and the trusting simplicity of the child. 

Our sense of isolation is a consequence of disobedience. ―[D]rowned in the overwhelming seas of the 
love of God,‖ our eyes are opened and we know the community of believers, the Blessed Community. 

Our loneliness is dispelled. In The Eternal Now and Social Concern, Kelly returns to the theme of the 
interplay between the Presence of God and the doing of His works. The Presence is a Now that 
neither begins nor ends. Rather, like the Mount of Transfiguration, we enter and leave it. In the 

moment of contact, the Presence confers on us not a diffuse love of all things, but an obligation to 

care for a few of them. 

Continued . . .  
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―We cannot die on every cross, nor are we expected to,‖ Kelly says. Just so, we accept that we cannot 

solve every ill of mankind, but must allow God to burden us with   lessening a few. Only when our 
social concern is the fruit of communing with the Presence can our effort be orderly and effective. 

Described in The Simplification of Life, the Presence makes us simple.  

―There is a divine Abyss within us all, a holy Infinite Center, a Heart, a Life who speaks in us and 

through us to the world,‖ Kelly says. ―Life from the Center is a life of unhurried peace and power. It 

is simple. It is serene.… And when our little day is done we lie down quietly in peace, for all is well.‖

Members of the Mission Committee have been working to present to the Presbytery of Santa Fe in 

late February the Overture for the 2010 General Assembly that was passed unanimously by our Ses-
sion in January.  This amendment would change the ordination standards passed in 1996 (section G-

6.0106b) that exclude gay men and lesbians in long-term covenantal relationships from becoming or-
dained ministers, elders, and deacons in the PCUSA.  Since December, St. Andrew has been a mem-
ber of the Covenant Network of Presbyterians that is working to undo the 1996 amendment.  The 

most recent attempt to modify that section in 2008 was narrowly defeated.  The tally was 78 presby-
teries voting in favor of change and 95 voting no (including 3 ties and one not voting).  Overall, 

48.9% of the clergy and elders voting nationwide voted in favor of the change.

BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS 
Of  Door, Lights and Thermostats, the continuing saga 

Unfortunately, the never-ending problem continues.  Over the last month, I continue to see occasions 
when outside doors are not locked or sometimes even closed tightly.  More numerous, inside doors 

are not closed when people finish with a meeting room.  There are eight different heating zones at 
church, and leaving interior doors open means one heating unit tries all night to heat the entire 

building. 

The number of lights left on overnight is slowing, but not ending.  The lights in the Sanctuary must be 

―clicked‖ when turned off, or there is a very low level of light all night. 

There is a growing number of incidents with thermostats.  I check them every morning, and I have 
found some that have been taken off program and turned off, some that have been bumped up to 72 

degrees and left running all night.  Coupled with open interior doors, it’s like watching your hard 

earned money going up in smoke. 

If you want heat for your meeting, make sure you are on the calendar.  I spend an hour each Monday 

morning programming all 12 thermostats for that week.  If you are not on the calendar, you get a 

temperature of 65 degrees for your meeting.

LETTERS AND NEWS 
HAS  IT  BEEN  FOUR  YEARS  ALREADY? 

Like the Olympics, presidential elections, and leap years, Church Photo Directory projects roll around 
every four years.  And since our last photo directory was printed in 2006, the Session recently
