Others are
preparing for conversations this fall reaching out to our neighborhood. Our church school classes provide
opportunities for conversation as well as all the other study groups in our church. Suffice it to say, that the
more we talk with one another and share what binds us together and what we feel God is calling us to do, the
better.

From Juan: Iarrived in Albuquerque from Cuba in 1962. St. Andrew United Presbyterian Church was my
family's sponsor. | remember with fondness, Barbara and Jim Innis. They took me to my first job interview
with Gerald Joseph of Lighting and Maintenance on Central Avenue. Twenty years later, while at work, my
secretary told me that | had a phone call from a Baptist minister who told me that his church was sponsoring a
Vietnamese family and that the father needed a job. A flood of memories washed over me as I recalled my
humble beginning in this country and | was deeply moved. | felt called to help. | saw that the human story and
struggles never end. You receive grace from others and the day comes that you give back. | gave this father
(and family) the opportunity that had been given to me when | first arrived in this country. | gave him a job and
taught him a trade in plating and engraving so he and his family could live a better life in the USA. My family
and I were blessed by the Lord through St. Andrew Church and now the Lord works through us. Thanks be to
God.

From Mirta: 1 recall when I first walked into our apartment that was arranged by St. Andrew back in 1962
when | arrived with my family from Cuba. What a blessing to find a place we could call home with such lovely
people from St. Andrew Church. Our pantry was fully stocked, we had furniture and beds with sheets, towels
and everything we needed. | fell to my knees and thanked God for these many blessings at a time when we had
lost everything except our faith in the Lord and each other, including our little boy Juan Carlos. One month after
arriving in Albuquerque, I noticed that one of my neighbors was in an abusive marriage. | decided to cook her a
big pot of chicken fricassee. My husband, Juan, who was already working and doing well, asked me why | was
cooking for the neighbors. I told him we have two bags in life--one to receive, and one to give. | then told him |
hope your bag for giving is much larger than your bag to receive. We were very grateful to be able to give back
and share the blessings of the Lord that we received through His work at St. Andrew Church and this

Other countries receiving funds include the Congo, India, and Nepal.
