AN INVITED PRESENCE

A review of John of the Cross: Doctor of Light and Love, Kieran Kavanaugh, Crossroad Publish-
ing, 1999. Juan de Yepes Alvarez, known as John of the Cross, was born in 1542 near Avila, the son
of an impoverished Jewish merchant and a silk weaver, likely of Arabic ancestry. Paralleling his birth
family, his contemplative method grew in an environment in which Jewish and Moorish mysticism
cross-fertilized Christian spirituality. John of the Cross was a friend and associate of Teresa of Avila.
He is best known for his description of the dark night of the soul, a spiritual state analogous to the im-
prisonment he suffered and from which he escaped in a daring midnight foray. However, he also
served as a builder, professor, counselor, and poet. Father Kavanaugh presents John of the Cross
through excerpts of his poetry and writing.

The book begins, enigmatically, with poems and a drawing by John. 4 Spiritual Canticle is a mystical
re-interpretation of the Song of Songs. The Dark Night reframes the dark night of the soul as a good,
rather than an ill. The Living Flame of Love presents union with God as a kind of death which, para-
doxically, brings life to that which was dead. The drawing affirms that the narrow path to God is
through releasing everything other than God, even gifts such as joy and rest.

A central image of John’s writing is that of escape, in dark night, from the bondage of our human at-
tachments, disguised to avoid detection in the white tunic of faith, the green chainmail of hope, and
the red toga of caritas (divine love). He tells us that what we know as faith is Christ, and that what
anoints us with longing for God is the Holy Spirit. Indeed, Creator, Spirit, and Christ are hidden
within the innermost essence of the soul, their dwelling. As we seek them, we may suffer a sense of
abandonment or pain, but this is, like opening one’s eyes to the dawn, painful only because we have
been blind. Suffering is not, in itself, desirable or necessary.

John contrasts three human virtues (faith in the intellect, hope derived from memory, and charity by
personal will) with their divine counterparts. The divine virtues must be illumined by allowing them
to darken their competitors. For example, the intellect is a candle holder, which is covered by divine
faith until full union with God illumines everything. Otherwise, such human virtues lead to hatred of
others and of self. Vices wax and wane together, as do divine virtues. Overcoming attachments,
which John calls “strange gods,” is not a matter of repressing them. Rather, we gain what we desire
by letting go of it.

In contemplation, John cautions against visions or other exotic experiences, including “locutions” i.e.,
words or phrases that take on a special meaning (even, perhaps, during lectio divina). Community,
reason, and sound theology are essential protections against error. Even desirable things, such as reli-
gious art or ceremonies can become a hindrance. To achieve union with God, all things must be

forgotten. The “letter and the rind” of contemplative insights must be let go of, and the grasp of atten-
tion remain on God’s love. In union with God, we become like the transparent pane of glass, through
which His light shines.

Risk Offering — As you know, St. Andrew approved a 2010 budget with a significant deficit between
expected income and expenses. However, we were and still are optimistic about the economy for this
year. So the Stewardship Committee is inviting you to take part in a “Risk Offering” for the year.
This works as follows: In April, we will have available “pledge cards” that indicate your willingness
to “pledge” 10% of any unexpected income you receive during 2010. This may be a larger than
expected tax refund, or an unexpected raise or bonus, a gift from a family member, or who knows
maybe even winnings from a lottery ticket. When this blessing occurs, you would write a check for
10% and indicate that it is for the “Risk Offering”. These funds will be used to offset any deficit for
the year with any excess going back into the Reserve Fund. So what is the Risk? - The Risk is in
tithing from this income and realizing that we need to acknowledge that all we have is from God. This
unexpected income is just a symbol of the many wondrous and unexpected blessings we receive from
God; the sharing of that blessing opens us to the many joys and love that God provides. When God
sends such unexpected blessings, God opens us up to unexpected opportunities to use, to enjoy, as
well as to share such blessings. So why not take the risk?
