PASTOR TO THE PEOPLE - FRANKLY SPEAKING
May 2009

I have had some wonderful teachers over the years. In high school Mr. Wyche taught me to love
history and Mrs. Milburn taught me to love English and literature. In college there was Dr.
Olbricht who taught me to think theologically and philosophically. He will always be my model
for a great teacher and a great human being. My two church history professors, Dr. Lewis and
Dr. Ferguson, walked me through two thousand years of church history and helped me to love
that discipline. In seminary there was Dr. March who taught me Hebrew and Greek, a fine
classroom instructor who took away the fear factor in those two scary courses. Then there was
Dr. Heyer who took me through Calvin and Barth and Tillich in the most sophisticated fashion
you could imagine. And then there was Dr. Whartton, the gold tongued orator who took us on a
journey into the wortld of the Hebrew Scriptures.

At the University of Texas at Austin there was Dr. Mackey, the professor at whose feet I would
sit day after day if only I had the chance, and he were still alive. Lewis Mackey was the only
professing Christian in the philosophy department at UT. He was also the most popular
professor, the one students would line up in front of his office to visit. He literally had to limit his
office hours because so many students simply wanted to be in his presence and just talk to him.
Never pushy about his convictions, he was in every sense of the word a gentle spirit and a
committed member of the Episcopalian Church. He wrote his dissertation on Soren Kierkegaard,
the elusive 19th Century Danish philosophet/ theologian. His two books on Kierkegaard are
classics, must reads if you are studying this Danish writer.

Lewis Mackey, like Kierkegaard, found sermons to be taxing if not exasperating. So he attended the 8:00 am Eucharist service at
All Saints Episcopal Chutch. Why? Because the church's policy was that there would be NO sermons at the 8:00 am Eucharist.
Evety time I preached at University Presbytetian Church I would inform Dr. Mackey that I was "up" that Sunday. And every time
Dr. Mackey would reply, "And I will not be there!" I can say without exaggeration that I learned more from Dr. Mackey than any
other teacher I have ever had. Dr. Olbricht is a very close second. For both of my teachers, I can only thank God! They were and
are deep and lasting influences upon my life. Without sentimentality I can say I love these two men dearly! One, Dr. Olbricht
living in retitement in Maine, and the other, Dr. Mackey, having joined the communion of saints.

During May we will honor teachers, our church school teachers who work with our children and youth. And we will honor all
teachers in our public and private schools who nurture and guide our children and youth. We at St. Andrew are blessed to have
many teachers at all levels of education, including college and university. Let's tell our teachers how much we appreciate them and
what they do for the entire community.

I will give thanks especially for Deborah and Jeff who are teachers extraordinaire for our children and youth at St. Andrew. And
Jeff, of course, also teaches at Albuquerque High.

And in May I will give thanks especially for Dr. Olbricht and Dr. Mackey. Thanks be to God!

GENERAL ASSEMBLY APPROVED
MENTAL HEALTH SUPPORT GROUP FORMATION

There is hardly any family or congregation that is not touched by serious mental illness," says the Rev. B. Gordon Edwards, who
was instrumental in bringing "Comfort My People: A Policy Statement on Serious Mental Illness" to the 218th General
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) for adoption.

The statement was approved by the General Assembly and the Task Force on Serious Mental Illness hopes the recommendations
will be studied and adopted by presbyteries and congregations to be of better service to those impaired by mental illness.

One of the recommendations is to create a church environment open to the transforming work of God where people know
confidences will be kept and they will be accepted and supported when they ask for help.

To that end, there will be a gathering of interested persons from St. Andrew on Sunday, May 10th from 12:00 - 1:30pm for
conversation with Betsy and Mary from La Mesa Presbyterian Church.

The La Mesa Congregation was asked to respond to the study by the task force, partially due to the fact that La Mesa has had a
Mental Illness support group for the past seven years. Betsy and Mary will share their experiences and their recommendations to
the task force. A light lunch will be served. You are invited to be part of the conversation.

NetWorkers Mothet’s Day cards, available in exchange for a
donation to the NetWorkers Malaria Prevention Program, honor our mothers while helping women in Aftica protect their chil-
dren and themselves from malaria.
Last year, Presbyterians send a record number of Mother’s Day cards — over 32,000 — and made unprecedented donations to the
NetWorkers Malaria Prevention Program. Your gifts help to fund and expand existing projects and will enable PC(USA) to sup-
port new malatia prevention activities in Ethiopia and Sudan.

We annually alternate the Seder meal
with a Maunday Thursday service. In the Jewish tradition, Seder remembers Passover, when the Israclites escaped Egypt and
their life of slavery there. For our Seder, Phil has set up an informative and interesting liturgy which we have used for the past
several yeats. There is much to learn by attending St. Andrew’s Seder. And if you had attended, you would have heard phrases
like: Next year in Jerusalem!, Shut the doot! It would have been enoughl, But I don’t like horseradish!, and How many matzo
balls do you want in your soup?

Many of the Jewish Passover symbols are a part of our Seder, but the eating and leaving in haste is not one of them. There
were many members who helped prepare the various things we ate, days in advance. Once the meal was at the church, there
was another crew to combine soup ingredients, and arrange the vatious foods on the table. Another crew set up and others
cleaned up afterwards. A few who came to attend, volunteered on the spot. There also were readers who led the audience with
the traditional words of the Seder, music played, the hiding of the fikomen for the children to find, an open door for Elijah to
come in, and an unusual communion led by Frank. Next Seder at St. Andrew will be Holy Week 2011. You’re not going to
want to miss it!
