La Mujer Obrera Centro Mayapan: Founded in 1981, La Mujer Obrera responds to the needs of thousands
of Mexican immigrant women in El Paso who lost their jobs as factory workers when globalization made it
cheaper to have factories in developing countries. La Mujer Obrera works to revitalize the area and create
long-term sustainable economic opportunities for area residents.

Centro Mayapan is a project to La Mujer Obrera that will support reioterprises by which Mexican immi-

grant women can make and sell their products. The center will offer job training for the women, as well as
guidance in how to start and sustain businesses. Centro Mayapan will provide the skills, tools and necessar
space for Mexican immigrant women workers and their families to create their own alternatives to the disen-
franchisement caused by globalization.

His Kids Too! Children's Home for Orphans: This project seeks to provide a home for up to 30 orphaned
children with special needs who have limited or no access to appropriate services. The Children's Home will
be a place where children are nurtured, loved and educated in a Christian environment. Trained staff will cal
for the children, ages-518, and be positive role model who offer training information and resources to help
children have a bright productive future.

INTERFAITH HOSPITALITY NETWORK 3 AN UPDATE

The Mission Committee at Shepherd of the Valley Presbyterian has decided to suspend their work with the
Interfaith Hospitality Network as of July 1, primarily due to the low number of participating families, the
frequency of rotations, the same volunteers helping over and over again and some issues with the IHN Boar:
Their decision has effects for St. Andrew since we partner with them to serve the families without a home.

St. Andrew volunteers with the IHN program were surveyed for their thoughts about the frequency of
rotations, their interactions with IHN guest families, adequacy of training, level of personal fulfillment with
program and desire to continue as a volunteer. Most responded positively, some had many of the same
concerns as Shepherd of the Valley, but most volunteers indicated a desire to continue participating with the
program.

The St. Andrew Mission Committee responded by requesting that Ester and Marilyn meet with the Chair of tt
IHN Board and the IHN Director to explore possibilities for continued ministry with them. It may be they
