PASTOR TO PEOPLERN FRANKLY SPEAKING

August 2009
dtls fascinating to me what makes a certain worship service meaningful for

some and not so much for others. Of course, at St. Andrew there are many

and varied opinions. Some of you may know that our diverse opinions
about clapping in worship-pro and con-made it into the Presbytery's newsletter The
Noticias. So sometimes other pastors in our Presbytery will ask me what we do about
the clapping issue. My answer is, "It depends upon which Sunday and who is singing
or playing." We are a diverse bunch and our opinions about worship have never been
uniform.

And I happen to think that is a good thing. Imagine if we had to follow a certain pre-
scribed order of service like our brothers and sisters in the Episcopalian tradition. I
recently worshipped in an Episcopal congregation in Santa Fe and was struck by how
carefully the service followed the Book of Common Prayer. Very carefully!

I think many of us would chafe under that kind of regimen. However, some of you
have indicated that you feel that our order of service is much too predictable, based as
itis typically on the Book of Common Worship and the Directory for Worship. So
there you have it, diversity of opinion!!

In the Presbyterian tradition there is always a certain tension between a set order and
flexibility when it comes to worship. Someone asked me recently what are the bare
minimums for a worship service in the Reformed Tradition. It seems to me that
prayer and Scripture reading would constitute the bare minimum. The worship com-
mittee at St. Andrew has been wrestling with these and many other issues. We have
come to feel that it is time for some variety in the types of services we offer. So there
is active consideration to offering once a month an alternative worship service. These
services would have a variety of formats from Taize music to contemporary Christian
music to Gregorian chanting of the Psalms to services of silence and services of heal-
ing and wholeness to services focusing on the Eucharist. The youth would like to
plan a service that especially meets their spiritual needs. Each service would be self-
contained in that sense. We hope to begin them this fall.

So where do you come in? First, [ hope you will pray for the success of these ser-
vices whether or not you attend them. This is a way of acknowledging that different
folks need different things as they approach God in worship. Second, I would hope
you attend the service that appeals to you and that would meet your spiritual longings.
Third, I would hope you consider helping us plan some of these services. Maybe
there is a particular style of worship that you want us to try. Really, we are open to a
wide variety of expressions of our faith.

In the Presbyterian Church and throughout the mainline denominations we have ex-
perienced what is sometimes referred to as "worship wars." That means we fight over
styles of worship and especially music. There is no need for that. We can be diverse
and we can experiment. St. Andrew has a long and rich history of diversity of wor-
ship styles. Let's continue that rich heritage. We would love to hear from you. Our
worship elders are Sharon Prewitt and Debbie Steffen. I would love to hear from
you.
