 .In a recent Adult CE class I suggested that one way to study 
the Gospels is to ask:  If this was the answer for the early 

church, what was the question? In other words, contempo-
rary scholarship has taught us to analyze the Gospels by 
probing into the issues and concerns the early church 

had.  These are addressed, if we look carefully, in the Gospels.  So we 
might say it like this:  The Gospels answered many of the questions and 

problems facing the early Christian community.  What were those ques-

tions?  

Take for instance, the birth narratives of Jesus.  Clearly, the Gospel of 
John and the Gospel of Mark do not have birth narratives.  And the 

apostle Paul makes passing reference to the origins of Jesus when he 
notes in Galatians 4:4:  "But when the fullness of time had come, God 

sent his Son, born of a woman, born under the law."  Only Matthew and 
Luke tell us of the birth of Jesus and they relate the story in quite differ-
ent ways.  But both are trying to answer questions that had arisen in the  

early church about the origins of Jesus. 

For instance, the two genealogies try to place Jesus within the heritage of Judaism. Both trace Jesus 

back to king David and father Abraham.  Matthew tries to answer a ticklish question about Mary and 
her rather irregular pregnancy by including in his genealogy four other women whose own sexual sto-
ries are rather irregular-Tamar, Rahab, Ruth, and Bathsheba.  Luke traces Jesus' lineage all the way 

back to Adam and thus links Jesus with all of humanity.  So these genealogies try to answer many 
questions:  Was Jesus a true child of Abraham? Yes.  Was Jesus a true son of David?  Yes.  Was Je-

sus a true child of Adam?  Yes. And not only that, but a true Son of God! 

Luke places Jesus in history, placing his birth in the time of the emperor Caesar Augustus. Matthew 
places him in the time of King Herod the Great.  Both world leaders impact the birth, Caesar by the 

requirements of the census that brings Mary and Joseph to Bethlehem, and Herod by his efforts to kill 
the newborn child.  That seeks to answer this question:  Was the birth of Jesus located in the larger 

world history? Yes. 

In the stories of the angelic visitors to Joseph in Matthew and to Mary in Luke, the parents are re-

assured that this miraculous birth was an act of God.  Thus these stories answer this question:  Was 

Mary's pregnancy a scandal or a work of God? 

The fact that the birth story takes place in Bethlehem yet everyone knew that Jesus was raised in Naz-

areth posed a tricky problem.  The prophet Micah (5:2) anticipated that the coming Messiah would be 
born in Bethlehem.  So both Matthew and Luke narrate the birth happening in Bethlehem and then 
record that the family ended up in Nazareth.  In Luke the family goes from Bethlehem to Jerusalem 

for the circumcision and then on to Nazareth. In Matthew the family takes a grand detour to Egypt 

but end up in Nazareth.

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But I think that the main question that the birth story tries to answer is this:   Was the birth story of 

cosmic significance?  Matthew tries to answer this by narrating the story of the star that led the magi 
to come and adore him.  Luke tries to answer that question by narrating the story of angels singing in 
the heavens that led shepherds in the fields to come and worship the newborn child.  The heavens are 

telling the glory of God. The heavens above are signaling the cosmic significance of this new born 
child.  What happens above bears witness to what is happening below.  What happened that night was 

of cosmic significance for all humanity. 

The Christmas story may pose many questions for you. It did for the early church as well.  They tried 
to answer the best they could.  I suppose that all of us in our own way will find the meaning we look 
for at Christmas. But for me the part of the story that continues to speak to me is this: the heavens are 

telling the glory of God. 

Come and adore him.

Relations Committee approved S.1524, the Foreign Assistance Revitalization and Accountability Act

This is a significant first step in reforming U.S. foreign assistance and a major milestone for our 2009 

Offering of Letters. The changes that will result from S.1524 will be of immense help to Dr. Rajiv 

Shah, the newly nominated administrator of the U.S. Agency for International Development. 

In the House, our cosponsors for H.R. 2139, the Initiating Foreign Assistance Reform Act  of 2009, 
continue to increase. We now have 121 cosponsors for this House bill.

SPIRITUALITY AT ST. A NDREW 

An Invited Presence. A review of The Life of the Spirit and the Life of Today (Evelyn Underhill, 

Morehouse Publishing, 1994). 

Evelyn Underhill wrote her works on mysticism in an era in which the social gospel, riding a wave of 

revulsion against extreme poverty in an affluent society, had become ascendant. The social gospel 
would proclaim, with James 1, ñReligion that God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to 

look after orphans and widows in their distress and to keep oneself from being polluted by the world.ò 

In Underhillôs Today, the spiritual life of the church had been in some degree usurped by the social 
gospel. Achieving a balance between serving the Spirit and knowing the Spirit was a major aim of her 

work. Echoing 1 John 3:17, she says, ñMan does not truly love the Perfect until he is driven thus to 
seek its incarnation in the world of time.ò But, she says, ñIt is only out of the heart of his own experi-
ence that man really helps his neighboréò Social ills are the product of our collective failure to both 

seek God and do what God asks. 

The Spirit, Underhill says, is known not by entering a new world, but by experiencing the ordinary 
world through new eyes and ears. Indeed, she discounts ecstatic states as mere ordure of the spiritual 

life. We sense the existence of the Spirit, she says, through love and holiness, but only in self-
surrender do we come to know it. The Spirit brings us a sense of security and rest, of communion 
with its answering love, and of vitality. Encountering it, we discover that the object of the search on 

which the experience of love and holiness sent us is the life we are already living, lived rightly.

2009 Budget Update 
Although we made up some ground in October, our expenditures for the year as of October 31, ex-

ceeded our revenues by nearly $5,000.   Although we have managed to do fairly well considering the
